4 Commentary

Some supervision of GP registrars whilst working for OOH service.  

Action agreed

5 commentary 

We had a long chat about becoming a trainer and what it would involve to do so.

You feel this would increase your job satisfaction and educational stimulation.

However you are concerned about the time needed for education and the responsibility of dealing with any ‘problems’.
