  Apologies and Introductions

Introductions were made and apologies received from Dr Derek Spence. Dr Egdell welcomed everyone to the meeting as the new Lead GP Appraiser and also introduced the Locality Lead Appraisers who will be available for help and support.
2. Information Governance – Data Protection
Confirmation of Appraisal Documents

Lisa Perry attended the appraisal leads meeting and the issue of the confirmation of appraisal documents was discussed. Lisa stated that from the 1st April that an email of receipt will be sent when all documents are signed and complete. It was asked that Appraisers delete copies of their pc for security.
NHS Mail Accounts

Lisa encouraged Appraisers to use an NHS mail account as some appraisers use hotmail accounts which are not safe and secure ways of sending information. Appraisers were asked to contact James Barker if they require an account setting up.
3. Appraisal Position
Lisa stated that the deadline for paperwork is the 14th May 2010. There are currently 280 appraisal documents outstanding. The allocation letter that will be sent to all GPs will state the appraisal month on the letter and will state that it is the GPs responsibility to have an appraisal. Lisa stated that if any Appraisers are having any problems contacting Appraisees to contact Lisa and a letter will be sent. It was suggested that if any Appraisers have their appraisal in the last quarter would they consider moving the date.
It was suggested that practice managers be contacted to get email addresses for GPs and pass onto the Appraiser. Lisa stated the she will be attending the practice manager forums.

   Quality Form 4




Appraisers completed a short audit exercise on a form 4 at the meeting. Feedback and discussion took place. Dr Egdell stated that appraisers need to last at last years appraisal and every appraisers every 3rd form 4 is audited and the appraiser and appraisee information is anonymised. The auditing is to improve quality in line with revalidation. 
5. Baseline Audit Review
Appraiser PDPs (April 2008 to March 2009) - This is part of the AQMAR document to show how many appraisers put in their learning needs for their appraiser role in the PDP. Only 14 appraisers stated an appraiser in the PDP. Dr Egdell stated that appraisers should be stating learning needs for this role.

   S.M.A.R.T Personal Development Plans (PDPs)
Dr Egdell stated that it will be a contractual requirement that child protection is regularly included as a part of a doctors training. Additionally the GMC state it is a doctors duty to keep up to date with child protection. We discussed when this should be included in the PDP. There were mixed feelings about this at the meetings as some already include in the form 4. Ian Dunn, Named Doctor for Child Protection attended the 21st January meeting at Babington Hospital who stated that there is no definite guidance on child protection. However child protection should be discussed at appraisal and if a learning need is identified it should be put in the PDP. Exact clarification of what is needed for doctors is expected later this year.
It has not yet been decided which company will be providing MSF. Several tools have been tested but we await clarification regarding which tool (or tools) will be recommended. See the RCGP guidance to appraisal and revalidation version 3 for further information. 
7. GP Appraiser Handbook
This was tabled for information. Lisa stated that this will be going out to all GPs with the allocation letters and practice managers will also have a copy.
8. GP Tutors Update
The GP Tutors attended the 19th January meeting to give an update. It was stated that the tutors are a source of support for appraisers and GPs across Derbyshire. Dr Egdell will be attending the GP Tutors meetings.
The tutors stated that 2 initial revalidation sessions have been organised North and South

9. Sharing Ideas (Open session)

Dr Egdell encouraged appraisers to continue using the NHS Appraisal Toolkit if they are already using it. There is still no timescale as to when an alternative tool may be available.  Appraisers reported that they are recommending the appraisees to look at the Derbyshire CPD website which has lots of useful educational information.
